Parent/Member Open Mike and Comment Period

There was discussion tonight regarding “FungoMan Fridays” (at least one baseball field was booked each Friday night to allow traveling baseball players an opportunity to come and practice and play with the FungoMan machine). The board discussed whether this baseball opportunity was given to only traveling baseball or to anyone participating in sports boosters baseball. There was uncertainty on who was included in this opportunity and who was in charge of the distribution of information.  Both board and parent members believed it was only given to traveling baseball players and not in-house players. Gary Goldsmith believed it was for all players. He will look into this further and report back to the board. 
New Business
Gary Goldsmith welcomed and introduced Tom Kuykendall and Mark and Sherri Wald to the board. Gary informed the board that Tom Kuykendall (the acting interim girl’s basketball commissioner) would like to become the girl’s basketball commissioner and that Mark and Sherri Wald (the acting interim football commissioners) would like to become the football commissioners.

Gary Goldsmith informed our board that the position of Boy’s Basketball Commissioner is still vacant. Currently, Gary Goldsmith is the acting Interim Boy’s Basketball Commissioner until a candidate contacts our board for possible board approval. Gary Goldsmith informed our board that Lee Antel has resigned from his position as the Community Service Representative effective August 1st 2009. Gary will move to eliminate this position in our September 2009 board meeting. Gary Goldsmith informed our board that the position of Traveling Soccer Commissioner is vacant. Diane Ekart and Barb Goldsmith (Spring and Fall Soccer Commissioners) are the acting Interim Traveling Soccer contact(s). Gary is asking any interested person to contact our board for further information regarding this vacant position. Gary Goldsmith informed our board that there will be a meeting at the Community Service building’s general purpose room on Wednesday, August 12th at 8:00 PM to discuss the current traveling baseball culture. Gary is looking to hear from anyone interested in giving suggestions on how to better our sports boosters traveling baseball program. He will be sending out an email distribution notification to all families that participated in traveling baseball during the 2009 regular season inviting them to attend. 
Commissioner Reports:

Tom Kuykendall-Girls Basketball: Tom informed our board about the basketball commissioner’s advisory board (BCAB). The BCAB was formed in 2005 as a board of directors to help the boy's and girl's basketball commissioners plan and carry out the duties as a commissioner of the St. Anthony Sports Boosters. Currently there are 8 members that comprise the advisory board and have capacity for 7 more. The next monthly meeting is Wednesday, August 19th at 7pm at Elmwood Evangelical Free Church. Tom is inviting any and all who are interested in helping out to attend the August 19th meeting. Tom also discussed that currently, St. Anthony Sports Boosters is in the lower 2/3 of the metro area for their basketball registration fees. Once fees are in, he gives each team $525.00. The team is then able to decide on if they want to put that money towards league fees or tournament fees.

After this season is completed, Barb will report back to the board. A vote will be taken at that time on whether or not Volleyball should be added to our sports boosters activities.

 Officer Reports:

Gary Goldsmith- President:  Gary discussed our current scholarship policy and asked for board input. Tom Kuykendall will send Kim Nogosek his basketball process for scholarships. Gary stated that all scholarship requests will go to Kim Nogosek. Gary stated that Kim Nogosek will be in charge of all background checks for all of our coaches and assistant coaches. Each sport commissioner will give Kim all of their coach information. Kim will run the background checks and keep all documents. The background check is good for a one year period. Each sport will incur the $5-$15 dollar background check fee. Each Sports Booster Treasurer will have an annual background check.
Motion that each sport can ask for up to two scholarship fees from the board per season: Gary Goldsmith.

Second motion that each sport can ask four up to two scholarship fees from the board per season: Kelly Broneak.

Gary asked all sport commissioners to let him know via email if they have insurance in their specific sport.

Field Update: The High School football field will not be available for use for up to two years starting the day of their final football regular season game of 2009. Gary believes this date is October 19th 2009. All play-off games will be played away. Gary asked the board to organize a soccer sub-committee to discuss where U13 and up would be playing for the next two years due to the non-availability of the High School football field. This sub-committee is: Jim Ledwein, Dan Spriggs, Paul Wolf, Gary Goldsmith and Diane Ekart. Gary stated that Jim Ledwein will be in charge of scheduling field usage for soccer, baseball and softball for the 2010 season. There will be a meeting with all three commissioners and Jim Ledwein prior to all spring sports to coordinate field time and usage. 
Gary stated that each sport commissioner must present their budget actuals to the board no more than two months after their sport has ended.

A Board member asked what the $300.00 check to SABA was for. Hal explained it was paid towards the 11U traveling baseball tournament held this year. There were several questions regarding the fees paid to a single individual and who was offered his services. Was it strictly for traveling baseball or was in-house included? Hal has all of the email requests for funds and will provide more detailed information at our September meeting. These inquiries led to Hal informing our board that the City of St. Anthony is seeking funds from the County under the Stadium funding provisions that gives the County board up to $2 million dollars of excess tax revenues annually to support youth activities and amateur sports in the County. The board would like to make sure Sports Boosters is included with the City and the School District when deciding how any such funding that is acquired will be spent to support youth programs in our community.
