Gregory Park- Traveling Soccer: No report
Paul Peterson/Don Siggelkow- In-house baseball: The boys will be playing in NSBL. New Brighton is helping with fields this season because Emerald Park is currently under construction. In person registration will be this coming Saturday and the following Wednesday.
Jim Wehr- Traveling Baseball: The baseball advisory committee has had two meetings so far. During the past meeting, it was discussed that Jeff Ferkinhoff (SABA President) will be conducting a meeting on field maintenance expectations. It will be mandatory that all coaches attend this meeting. The Advisory committee has made the decision that St. Anthony Sports Booster Traveling Baseball will be playing in MBL with the clause that if any team formed has eight out of twelve parents choosing to play in MYAS or another league, they will be allowed to do so. Jim discussed how many teams would be formed and what level they would play at. The number of teams formed will be based on if there is interest to have more than one, if the scores prove they are at the travel level and then the coach(es) will decide what level of play. The 1st team of the top twelve players will decide their league, level and coaches first. The board asked Jim how to appeal having a second team at 12U. Jim said to call him after the tryouts have been completed. Jim said if there are only 22 players signed up, it will not be likely to have two travel teams at the 12U level. There will be a 11U traveling baseball tournament held at St. Anthony from June 12-14th 2009. The winner of this tournament will receive a paid entry fee into the MBT State Tournament.  Gary Goldsmith asked Jim Wehr about the traveling baseball survey regarding last year’s league played in MBL. Gary reported that there were 71 respondants to this survey and that the results represented all travel age groups. 73%of the respondents were in favor of their team level of play. There was a free form question regarding any issues or comments regarding MBL. Start time and travel distance were the main concerns noted. Jim stated that MBL will adjust start times if we ask. 75% of the respondents are in favor of exploring a new league. 
Helen Siggelkow- Softball: Online registration began yesterday and will conclude at the end of February. This coming Saturday and following Wednesday is for in-person registration. Softball fees may increase. Helen will be presenting her softball budget during the March meeting. Everyone is very grateful to all who donated to the new softball scoreboard. 
Kelly Broneak- T-ball/Coaches Pitch: Registration for T-ball/Coaches Pitch is this coming Saturday and following Wednesday. There is a $5.00 registration fee increase for both sports this year.
Officer Reports:
Gary Goldsmith- President: Our new website has come in under budget. Tom Marsh, the past Coaches Coordinator, has resigned and Sports Boosters is looking for someone who is interested in finding out more about this position. Gary will post this position onto our website for a minimum of 30 days for any and all interested parties. Please contact either Gary Goldsmith or Tom Marsh. Gary discussed what he felt was important for 2009. Topics mentioned were equal playing time, group insurance and a place for FAQ. Gary announced that soccer, baseball and softball will be allowed to use the football practice field through July 2009.

Jeff Janey- 1st Equipment V.P.: Jeff is documenting the current inventory. Jeff asked all the commissioners to contact their respective sport coaches to turn in any and all equipment.
